WHEREAS the City Council of the City of Huntsville, Alabama, does
hereby declare in accordance with Code of Alabama (1975) that the
Mayor be, and he is hereby authorized to enter into a Memorandum of
Agreement between the City of Huntsville and the City of Madison for
Joint Funding of ATRIP Projects 45-01-08 (Resurfacing of 0ld Madison
Pike from Hughes Road to Slaughter Road) AND 45-01-09 (County Line
Road, Additional Lanes from Madison Boulevard to U. S. Highway 72),
Project No. 65-13-SP29, on behalf of the city of Huntsville, a
municipal corporation in the State of Alabama, which said Memorandum
of Agreement is substantially in words and figures similar to that
certain document attached hereto and identified as a “Memorandum of
Agreement between The City of Huntsville and the City of Madison for
Joint Funding of ATRIP Projects 45-01-08 (Resurfacing of 0ld Madison
Pike from Hughes Road to Slaughter Road) AND 45-01-09 (County Line
Road, Additional Lanes from Madison Boulevard to U. S. Highway 72),
Project No. 65-13-SP29 consisting of three (3) pages and the date of
May 9, 2013, appearing on the margin of the first page, together with
the signature of the President or President Pro Tem of the City
Council, an executed copy of said document being permanently kept on
file in the Office of the City Clerk-Treasurer of the City of
Huntsville, Alabama.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE CITY OF HUNTSVILLE, ALABAMA AND THE CITY OF MADISON
FOR JOINT FUNDING OF ATRIP PROJECTS

45-01-08 (Resurfacing of Old Madison Pike from Hughes Road to Slaughter Road) AND

45-01-09 (County Line Road, Additional Lanes from Madison Blvd. to US 72

This Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) is entered into by and between the City of Huntsville,
Alabama (hereinafter referred to as “Huntsville”) a municipal corporation, and the City of Madison,
Alabama (hereinafter referred to as “Madison”), a municipal corporation, and shall be effective as of the
date this MOA is finally executed by the parties hereto. In the event the authorized signatures are
affixed on different dates, the latter date of execution shall be the effective date.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the City of Madison has sponsored and been selected for two Alabama
Transportation Rehabilitation and Improvement Programs (“ATRIP”) from the Alabama Department of
Transportation (“ALDOT") for road rehabilitation and improvements for roadways that extend both
within the City of Madison and the City of Huntsville; and

WHEREAS, ATRIP programs, which are federal aid highway programs administered by ALDOT,
fund up to 80% of the construction costs of the selected roadway projects and require the local sponsors
of the project to provide at least 20% of the project construction costs; and

WHEREAS, Madison and Huntsville both have a common interest in these two projects and need
to agree on the shared funding of the sponsor’s share of the funding of each project;

IT IS THEREFORE AGREED AND UNDERSTOOD BY THE PARTIES AS FOLLOWS:

1. This MOA includes the agreement between Madison and Huntsville for two (2) ATRIP projects:
a. OLD MADISON PIKE | ATRIP 45-01-08 (ACAA58619-ATRP (001)): This project provides

for the resurfacing of Old Madison Pike beginning at the Huntsville City Limits just west
of Slaughter Road and ending at Slaughter Road. The Work consists of resurfacing
approximately 1,325 LF of Old Madison Pike located within the City of Huntsville. This
work also includes the construction of approximately 1,100 LF of right turn lane as well
as the relocation of approximately 1,051 feet of 10” ductile iron water main due to the
necessary drainage for the turn lane. The project includes pavement, drainage, curb
and gutter.

The City of Huntsville will participate in cost sharing with the City of Madison in the 20%
sponsor’s portion of the funding of the construction costs by reimbursing Madison for
the portion of the costs for the improvements within Huntsville city limits. Using ALDOT
competitively bid prices, the portion of the total construction cost attributable to
Huntsville is $314,331.81. The contracted lump sum CE&I cost for this work within
Huntsville is $48,540.08 giving a total construction cost plus CE&! for the Huntsville
portion of the work to be $362,871.89. Huntsville agrees to pay 20% of the cost of the
Huntsville portion in the estimated amount of $72,574.38 with the remaining 80% being
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paid by ALDOT. Madison agrees to pay ALDOT all remaining balances for work
performed within Madison city limits in accordance with ATRIP funding requirements.

b. COUNTY LINE ROAD | 45-01-09 (ACCA59030-ATRP (001)): This project consists of 2,145

LF of widening, resurfacing, striping, additional run lanes and drainage on County Line
Road and Old Railroad Bed Road at the intersection of County Line Road and US 72
within the City of Huntsville. There is 1,168 LF of additional widening and drainage for
turn lanes on US 72 within the intersection. The existing signal poles will require
relocation and modification due to the improvements. The Project includes pavement,
drainage, traffic signalization, curb and gutter, and sidewalk.

The City of Huntsville will participate in cost sharing with the City of Madison in the 20%
sponsor’s portion of the funding of the construction costs by reimbursing Madison for
the portion of the costs for the improvements within Huntsville city limits. Final
reimbursement amounts will be based upon ALDOT competitive bid prices and final
contracted lump sum CE&I costs within Huntsville city limits. Based on preliminary
estimates, the anticipated portion of the total construction cost attributable to
Huntsville is $1,994,280. The estimated CE&I cost for this work within Huntsville is
$299,142 (15%) giving a total estimated construction cost plus CE&! for the Huntsville
portion of the work to be $2,293,422. Huntsville agrees to pay 20% of the cost of the
Huntsville portion in the estimated amount of $458,684.40 with the remaining 80%
being paid by ALDOT. Madison agrees to pay ALDOT all remaining balances for work
performed within Madison city limits in accordance with ATRIP funding requirements.

The City of Madison will manage the design and construction of each Project. Huntsville will
contract with the design engineer for portions of work within its city limits, and will participate
in any design reviews, public hearings or other aspects of design and construction of the Project
for portions within its city limits in the best interest of Huntsville. The City Engineers of Madison
and Huntsville will have final authority on all decisions related to the design, construction or
implementation of the Project within their respective city limits. Madison will be responsible to
perform or have performed construction, engineering and inspection for the Projects in
accordance with ALDOT ATRIP funding requirements to include maintaining all records and
warranties for each project upon completion, the costs of which shall be included as Project
costs as allowed by ALDOT.

The initial reimbursement payment by Huntsville to Madison for its portion of the costs set forth
in Paragraph la. and 1b. above will be made after the bids are approved by ALDOT for
construction and after Madison has paid ALDOT for the entire sponsor’s share for each project.

Madison is responsible for coordinating with Huntsville for any anticipated cost overruns during
design and construction with Huntsville’s city limits. All cost overruns shall be reviewed and
approved by Huntsville or its representative prior to work being performed within its city limits.

Upon completion of construction, The City of Huntsville agrees to reimburse the City of Madison
for approved construction overruns attributable to and associated with the portion of each of
the afore-mentioned projects located within the city limits of Huntsville in accordance with unit
bid prices. Likewise, the City of Madison will reimburse the City of Huntsville for any
construction cost under-runs attributable to or associated with the portion of each project
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located within the city of limits of Huntsville in accordance with unit bid prices. These
payments, if due, shall be paid as soon as possible after determination of the approved costs
have been made but in no event later than sixty (60) days after final acceptance of the project
by ALDOT.

Each municipality shall be responsible for acquiring any right-of-way within its respective
jurisdiction necessary to complete either Project.

Both Madison and Huntsville will solicit the cooperation of all utilities and franchisees to
cooperate fully with all relocations or temporary interruptions required for the design or
construction of the Projects.

Huntsville grants Madison full use of and access to all rights-of-way within its city limits
necessary for the construction phase of the Projects. Any action that would block, barricade, or
close streets or subdivision access will be coordinated in advance by the City Engineers with the
Mayors of Huntsville and Madison.

Upon completion of the Projects, Huntsville shall be responsible for the maintenance of all
portions of the Project within its city limits, and Madison shall be responsible for the
maintenance of all portions of the Project within its city limits.
