ORDINANCE NO. 14 -

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Huntsville,
Alabama, that Budget Ordinance No. 13-630, adopted and approved on
September 12, 2013, is hereby amended as follows:

In the GENERAL FUND:

Appropriate $210,555 to the Huntsville Sports Commission for
promotion of the American Junior Golf Association $7,500, the Magic
City Classic Showcase $7,800, AHSSA Super Regional Volleyball $35,500,
AHSAA State Soccer $138,000 and the UAH Chill Out $21,755. This
appropriation funded with proceeds from the 1% 2013 Lodging Tax,
compliant with Resolution 13-915.

Increase the Inspection Department Personnel appropriation by
$51,000 for a new Preservationist Position, funded with a reduction in
the General Expenses appropriation.

In the CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT FUND:

Increase by $148,248 appropriation for the King Drake to 431
Project, supported with a funding commitment from the Alabama
Department of Transportation.

Establish an appropriation of $75,000 for Cummings Research Park
Sign Maintenance, funded with proceeds from prior year Cummings
Research Park land sales.

Increase by $63,000 the appropriation for Chaney Thompson Park

Improvements, funded with $3,000 in private donations, and a
contribution of $60,000 from the Madison County Commission.
