I am requesting authorization and approval from the City of Huntsville to perform the much needed repairs and 
modifications to the subject property as describe per this proposal. Thank you for your support and consultation. 
 
Item 1: Remove and replaced rotted and deteriorated lab siding and trim, West, East & South Sides 
 
The current siding and trim is of original pine smooth lap siding material and requires replacement. The deterioration of 
the existing siding largely the result of in-proper installation being not applied over a vapor barrier sheet material, 
typically asphalt felt roll paper coupled with extreme weather exposure on the south and west sides. Complete removal 
of the existing siding is required for a permanent fix of the issue. Additionally, the existing pine siding is no longer a 
milled product and an obsolete material that is no longer available at building supplies or home improvement stores. 
The closest replacement match for the existing siding is smooth non-beaded concrete lap siding manufactured by James 
Hardie Corp. referred to as Hardie Plank Smooth Lap Siding. This same material has been approved and used frequently 
at other addresses within the Five Points and Old Town Historical District.

(1) Remove and dispose of existing pine siding on 3 sides (excluding from of house)  
(2) Install asphalt felt vapor barrier
